Withdrawals:

Withdrawals will be managed according to the BWF regulations.

Withdrawals after Monday 02 March 2020 shall automatically attract withdrawal fees as per BWF regulations.

Withdrawals until this date must be initiated through the online entry system by logging onto the tournament link used for
sending the entry. Withdrawals after that date must be informed by email to lisa@bnh.org.nz and the Referee, Sandra David.
After the player/s arrive at the venue, notification of withdrawal must be made by the Team Manager and/or player to the
Referee in person.

Practice Courts:

Practice courts at the tournament venue will be available as from 17 March 2020.

Each player will be provided with two (2) tournament shuttles free of charge at their first training session.
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Transport:

Airport transfer will be provided from Auckland International Airport to the official tournament hotels upon request. Please
complete and submit the Flight Details form attached no later than Monday 6 March 2020. Requests after this date will not be
accepted. Requests for a refund of taxi charges will not be entertained.

Transport will ONLY be provided to players and officials staying at the official tournament accommodation venue: Ramada Hotel
Albany. Transport includes airport pick-up and drop-off, to and from practice and tournament venue.

Departure flight details must be confirmed at least two (2) working days in advance to the Tournament Organisers.

Transport to Hamilton (YONEX Waikato International 2020):

Transport will be provided from Auckland to Hamilton for International players only who are playing in the YONEX Waikato In-
ternational 2020. The bus will depart from the Ramada Hotel (official tournament accommodation) on Monday 23 March @
11.00am.

Clothing and advertising are in accordance with the BWF General Competition Regulations (sections 19-23). The name of the
player is MANDATORY on the back of all players shirts. The country name is optional, however if it is on the shirt, it must com-
ply with BWF regulations.

Players should ensure that they read these regulations and that their clothing complies with these regulations.

Doping Control:

Doping control in badminton, in accordance with BWF Anti-Doping Regulations, is conducted out-of-competition and in-
competition with the collection of urine and/or blood samples.

Athletes are responsible for any substance found in their body. Before an athlete takes any medicatlon, they should check with
their doctor, and if necessary, get a Therapeutic Use Exemption (TUE).
